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UNIVERSITY AT A GLANCE

Established on 2™ April, 2003, Chaudhary Devi Lal University, Sirsa is named after Jan
Nayak Chaudhary Devi Lal, the former Deputy Prime Minister of India and the former Chief
Minister of Haryana. The University has been recognized by the University Grants
Commission and declared eligible for Central Assistance under Section 12 (B) of UGC Act
vide UGC letter No. F.9-17/2003 (CPP-1) dated 17.02.2009.

This University, set up by the Government of Haryana under an Act 9 of 2003 passed by the
State Legislature, has a sprawling campus of 213 Acres 4 Kanal 12 Marlas at Barnala Road,
Sirsa. The main objective of the University is to facilitate, promote and excel in Higher
Education, Research and Consultancy in the contemporary as well as emerging areas of
knowledge. The inception of high-tech culture involving computer-based facilities, internet
connectivity and modern administrative techniques is one of the integral characteristics of this
University. To enhance the standard of higher education and increase the research activities,
the University is connected to National Knowledge Network (NKN). This connectivity has
been provided through One Gbps (optical fiber) dedicated line under NMEICT project of
Ministry of HRD India. Wi-Fi facility has also been provided in the University campus.

There are 16 Teaching Departments offering 38 courses in the University. Well-known,
reputed and experienced academicians and professionals have been associated in preparing the
academic curriculum of different courses. It is important to mention here that special attention
has been given to follow the guidelines of the UGC and other regulatory bodies in preparing
the course curriculum. The university also offers various courses through the University
Centre for Distance Learning. The emphasis is to impart quality education by providing
congenial and liberal atmosphere in the campus through the promotion of extracurricular
activities. Sports events of North Zone and All India Intervarsity level and University Youth
Festival have been successfully organized. Students are encouraged to participate in such
activities and events outside the campus to enable them achieve overall growth of their
personality.

The University has three Teaching Blocks, Faculty House, Multipurpose Hall, a three-floored
wing of the Administrative Block, Vice Chancellor’s residence and houses for the teaching and
non-teaching staff and four well-furnished hostels for boys and girls. There is a Media Centre
equipped with hi-tech gadgets besides well-equipped laboratories and an impressive building
housing Vivekanand Library. There is a good stock of books and study material of high
standard in the University library. Research journals of National and International repute are
being subscribed. The construction of more residential quarters for Faculty and Staff, Children
Park has been completed. The building for University Centre for Distance Learning is in
pipeline.

The University has ATM facility of State Bank of India. A branch of Oriental Bank of
Commerce with ATM facility is also located in the University Shopping Complex, which also
houses the University Health Centre. Medical facilities have been made available to the
students and staff through a regular Medical Officer and technical staff.

The University has adopted innovative methods for conducting University examinations,
achieving a distinction in timely declaration of results. The students of this university have
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shown commendable results in academics as well as co-curricular activities. With the present
pace of progress already acquired, the university looks forward to having a promising future.

ACADEMIC PROGRAMMES

COLLEGES BRANCH

The Colleges Branch headed by the Dean of Colleges, constantly works in coordination with
the affiliated colleges/institutes for promotion and raising the standards of higher education
being imparted by the affiliated colleges. With the transfer of 28 B.Ed. colleges to Ch. Ranbir
Singh University, Jind, as per orders of the State Govt. conveyed vide Memo No. 20/9-2014
UNP (1) dated 25.04.2016, the strength of colleges is now 25 (23 Degree Colleges, 01 Law
College and 01 Associated Sanskrit Mahavidyalya) w.e.f the academic session 2016-17.

The provisional affiliation to new courses i.e. B.Sc. Honors (Physics, Mathematics &
Chemistry), B.Sc. (General) Computer Science, B.Lib.,, B.Com. (Honors), B.Com.
(Vocational) in the option of Tax Procedure and Practice Part-1 with an intake of 80 seats in
each course, M.Com., M.Sc.(Physics, Chemistry & Mathematics) and MA (English) with an
intake of 60 Seats for each course, to JCD Memorial College, Sirsa; M.A. (Punjabi) with an
intake of 50 seats and M.Com. with an intake of 60 seats to C.M.K. National Girls’ College,
Sirsa; B.Sc. (Medical), (Non-Medical), (Computer Science) with an intake of one unit of 80
seats for each course, and M.Com. with an intake of 40 seats to Sri Guru Hari Singh College,
VPO Sri Jiwan Nagar, Distt. Sirsa; and B.Sc. (Medical), B.Sc. (Non Medical) with an intake
of 80 seats for each course to C.R.D.A.V. Girls College, Ellenabad, Distt. Sirsa have been
granted w.e.f. the academic session 2016-17.

The Bursar Allowance has been revised for the affiliated colleges and the Sumptuary
allowance adopted as per Kurukshetra University Kurukshetra for affiliated/maintained
Colleges. Further, the guidelines for the grant of Permanent affiliation to Govt./Govt.
Aided/Self Financing degree colleges have also been got approved from Executive Council
and circulated to all the Colleges.

Moreover, for the convenience of reappear students of all affiliated colleges, the Executive
Council has passed the Resolution No. 57 in its meeting held on 06.07.2016 vide which
Colleges have been directed to collect the reappear form and fee in their respective colleges
and deposit the same in University in one lot.

The constitution of various Selection Committees for the purpose of selection of Teaching and
Non-Teaching Staff in the colleges concerned are under process. The constitution of
Inspection Committees for annual inspection for the purpose of granting provisional affiliation
for the academic session 2016-17 are also under process.

REGISTRATION & SCHOLARSHIP BRANCH

Students of UG/PG Courses in all 25 colleges of District Sirsa & Fatehabad affiliated
with this University have been enrolled with a unique Registration —cum-Roll Number for all
purposes on the pattern of IGNOU, New Delhi.

The University implements various schemes of the UGC/Government of India/State
Government relating to admissions and scholarship etc. for welfare of the students. During the
session 2015-16, claim for Rs.56,46,360/- (approx), on account of Post Matric Scholarship for
SC (238) and BC (104) students of the University Teaching Departments has been sent to the
quarters concerned. The guidelines for various Scholarship schemes as received from time to
time from the Central or State Government are circulated to the departments/colleges for the
convenience of students. The students of the University are also benefited with the State Merit
Scholarship Scheme. From the session 2014-15, the university has implemented the procedure
of applying online for the Post Matric Scholarship by the students on the web portal i.e.
www.haryanawelfareschemes.org which is introduced by the State Govt., Haryana. A help
desk has also been established in the University Campus to help the students in filling their
online applications of various scholarships.

This year, the UGC has also awarded Junior Research Fellowship (JRF), Rajiv Gandhi
National Fellowship (RGNF) & Maulana Azad National Fellowship to students. Besides it, the
University is also providing University Research Scholarship (URS) to Ph.D. scholars. In the
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said scheme of University, One seat irrespective of the reservation is provided under URS to
each Department. Further, 06 additional seats of URS may be allotted, by a committee
constituted by the Vice-Chancellor, to reserved categories — 03 seats for SC candidates, one for
BC(A), one for BC(B) and one for Economically Backward Person in General Categories.

ESTABLISHMENT BRANCH

105 Assistant Professors on contractual basis in different departments have been re-
engaged/appointed. Beside this, 05 Assistant Professors on contractual basis have been
engaged for the University Centre for Distance Learning. Promotion cases of teachers under
Career Advancement Scheme have also been initiated.

GENERAL BRANCH

The General Branch handles various purchases, Security Section and engagement of
outsourcing staff for the University through Outsourcing Agency. A large number of
articles have to be purchased to keep pace with the fast growing demands for creating
sound infrastructure. The purchases in the University are being made through the
recommendation of Central Purchase Committee constituted by the Vice-Chancellor
as per guideline given in University Accounts Code, Part-I.

Central Purchase Committee (CPC) is constituted by the Central Purchases costing
more than Rs. 10000/-. A Departmental Purchase Committee is constituted by the
Central Purchases Committee to make purchase up to Rs. 10000/-.

The jurisdiction of the Central Purchase Committee (CPC) is for making purchase
costing more than Rs. 10000/- and Departmental Purchase upto Rs. 10000/-. The
purchase (s) upto Rs. 3000/- are made by the respective Departments/Branches
without involving the Central Purchase Committees and without inviting quotations
for making the system more flexible.

The General Branch also handles the work relating to Faculty House, Shops &
Canteens, House Allotment and Space Allotment for various Deptt./Branches of the
University.

CONDUCT BRANCH

Presently, 25 Colleges of Sirsa and Fatehabad districts are affiliated with this University. The
Conduct Branch, headed by the Controller of Examinations, works for smooth conduct of
examinations of affiliated Colleges and University Teaching Departments.

Recently, the major works i.e. Construction of Teaching Block No.3 (Law building) &
Construction of Girls Hostel No.3 have been completed. The work of Construction of
Roundabout at Triangular Park and Extension of Parking behind C.V. Raman Bhawan at
CDLU, Sirsa has also been completed. At this stage, the works of “Construction of 12 nos
Super H Type Houses” is in progress. The works of “Construction of C, D, E & F Type houses,
providing and laying of Sports Flooring at MP Hall, supply of equipments for establishment of
Gents & Ladies GYM in MP Hall, construction of Water storage tank and providing sprinkler
system in lawns at CDLU, Sirsa, construction of Day Care Centre etc. are in process. The
proposals i.e. Teaching Block No.4, Solar Water Heater Systems, construction of university
boundary wall, construction of swimming pool, providing & laying of retractable chair at MP
Hall, construction & establishment of Herbal Parks, construction of VIP Guest House,
construction of Transit Hostel, extension of construction Branch, extension of Boys Hostel
No.1 and providing, installation, testing & commissioning of Solar Energy Plant over rooftop
of Teaching Block No.1 and 2 with grid connecting system etc are in pipeline.

UNIVERSITY CENTRE FOR DISTANCE LEARNING (UCDL)

The University Centre for Distance Learning was established in the year 2006 with the
objective to take University based education beyond the four walls of the University and to
provide education at the door step to those who are deprived of privilege of education, Since
it’s inception during the academic session 2006-2007, the University Centre for Distance
Learning has geared itself to impart quality and need based course. The UCDL envisioned and
devised employment — oriented courses like MCA, MBA, M.A. Education, M.Sc Computer
Science, M.A. Mass Communication, etc. Besides these courses, the UCDL also offers
Diploma in Computer Science & Technology and Post Graduate Diploma (s) in Computer
Applications, Business Management & Mass Communication and other P.G. Programme i.e.
M.A. English along with UG courses i.e. B.C.A,, B.Com., B.A. and B.A. Mass
Communication to meet the urgent demand. The University Centre for Distance Learning has a
library and a computer — equipped Information Cell for the convenience of the students. 09
Nos. of Assistant Professors (Contractual) have joined in UCDL for the session 2016-17. For
day to day information of the University Centre for Distance Learning, University website is
updated regularly.

VIVEKANAND LIBRARY
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Libraries are an integral part of all educational institutes. The Main Library of Chaudhary Devi
Lal University came into existence in April 2003 in Tagore Bhawan of the university. It was
shifted to the present impressive four storey building in the year 2010. The Library has rich
collection of publications which include books, Indian and foreign journals,
theses/dissertations, reports, newspapers and magazines etc. The Wi-Fi system is made
available in the library to provide easy access of internet to the users. The library has been
divided into various sections. The Library, at present, not only allows the members to borrow
books or other resources but also provides well furnished and peaceful reading rooms.

The library opens from 9.00 A.M. to 5.00 P.M without break including all working
days, Saturdays and examination days. Three reading halls have been provided to the users
with capacity of 250 readers simultaneously. One of the reading hall (air conditioned) has been
provided to the readers for reading round the clock throughout the year including Saturdays,
Sundays and other holidays. The Library functions six days a week. About 50746 users,
including teachers, students, research scholars and staff members, usually visit the Library.
During the current year, library memberships were given, to 2100 new members.

Library had allocated budget of Rs. 38 Lacs for Journals and 32 Lacs for books/E-
books/ data base during financial year 2016-17, under Central Library and Departmental
Libraries. Further, the University has granted Rs. 40 Lacs for purchase of Books and Journals/
E-resources under RUSA during the year 2016.

During this year many reference books, multivolume books and other useful books,
numbers of which is about 2442, have been purchased. As far as Indian and Foreign Journals
are concerned, the Library is subscribing 110 Indian and foreign journals at present, besides 16
newspapers and 11 magazines. The Vivekananda Library has started subscribing some  e-
journals for various departments. The Library has also procured 195 E-books in the subject of
Computer Science, Mathematics, English, Education and database (Business Source Elite
Database) for department of Business Administration.

The Vivekananda Library has already established SC/ST Book Bank for four
departments i.e. Business Administration, Law, Computer Science & Applications and Food
Science & Technology with the collection of 2269 books and is under operation since 2012.
The Library is also providing Internet facility to the users through a computer lab having 10
PCS.

During the year 2016 an MoU between the University and the INFLIBNET has been
signed regarding membership of Shodhganga. Shodhganga is a Digital Repository set up by
the INFLIBNET Centre to facilitate submission and hosting of electronic version of Ph.D.
thesis submitted to Universities in India as per UGC notification (Minimum Standards &
Procedures for Award of M.Phil./Ph.D. degree, Regulation, 2009).

There are four hostels-two for girls’ and two for boys’, namely, Harki Devi Bhawan (Girls
Hostel-1), Kalpana Chawla Bhawan (Girls Hostel-I1), Lala Lajpat Rai Bhawan (Boys Hostel-I)
and Sardar Patel Bhawan (Boys Hostel-11) accommodating 680 (425 Girls and 255 Boys)
students. The hostels have been provided with electronic gadgets including electric geysers, 32”
Plasma TVs alongwith Dish/DTH facility and water cooler with RO system. The hostels
subscribe to several national and regional dailies and magazines for enabling the students to
know what is happening around the world. Sport facilites for girls include table tennis and
badminton courts, while the boys have an additional facility for volley ball. Medical facilities to
all hostels residents are provided through the university Health Centre located in the University
premises.

The Chief Warden along with Wardens, makes every possible effort to see that the students get
hygienic food and cleaner surrounding within and outside the hostel premises. They always
respond to the complaints of hostel residents in a positive manner.

1) Wireless Network (Wi-Fi)

Campus wide W-LAN/Wi-Fi is presently being maintained by the IT Cell. The
complete University campus has been facilitated with 24x7 Wi-Fi services by increasing the
old 60 Wi-Fi points to 239 Wi-Fi points for better connectivity and smooth functioning of Wi-
Fi services. Various steps have been taken by IT Cell to strengthen and expand the coverage of
wi-fi, which has been proved very useful to cater the need of high speed internet facilities to
the whole University.

The main highlights of Wi-Fi services being provided in the campus by the IT Cell
are given below:

in the near future.
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il) Fiber based Local Area Network (LAN)

Any educational institute looking at high growth and a potential to join big league, can
not overlook networking. Sensing out its dire need well in time, the IT Cell has established
Campus Wide Local Area Network (LAN). The LAN is based on Optical Fiber and initially
400 nodes have been connected. This is also under the NME-ICT project of MHRD on 75:25
sharing basis.

The main highlights of LAN facilities being provided in the campus by the IT Cell
are given below:

e 400 nodes for internet use (under NME-ICT project of MHRD).

e Fiber Optic connectivity to every building for high speed network
connection.

e Secure login & user account management system through firewall/UTM.

e Logs and Reports maintenance for each & every activity on internet.

e The process to provide Fiber Optic connectivity in newly constructed two
buildings (Teaching Block No. 3 and Girls Hostel No. 3) will be initiated by
the IT Cell in the near future.

iii) National Knowledge Network (NKN)

To enhance the standard of higher education and increase the research activities the
University has connection to National Knowledge Network (NKN). This connectivity has
been provided through One Gbps (optical fiber) dedicated line under NMEICT Project of
Ministry of HRD, India. The services of NKN are being utilized by the University through IT
Cell with coordination of NIC and NKN Teams.

iv) Linux based UTM (Unified Threat Management)

IT Cell has established Linux based UTM (Unified Threat Management) with the latest
features of Firewall protection, load balancing and redundancy, Intrusion Prevention System,
Bandwidth Management, Secure VPN, Web filtering, Web application Firewall, Anti-Virus,
Anti-Spam, Reporting and Analytics etc. and is being efficiently managed by the IT Cell. The
IBM Rack Server is being used to manage the UTM with 24x7x365 uninterrupted power
supply and facility of full time air-conditioning.

V) Linux based In-House Mail Server

The IT Cell has established Linux based Mail Server to provide the in-house mail
services to its stakeholders with the University registered domain (example@cdlu.ac.in). The
IBM Rack Server is being used to manage the UTM with 24x7x365 uninterrupted power
supply and facility of full time air-conditioning.

UGC CELL FOR COACHING SCHEMES

The UGC has been providing separate assistance to the universities (i) for remedial coaching at
UG and PG level (ii) coaching for entry into services (iii) coaching for NET to Scheduled
Castes, Scheduled Tribes and Minority candidates . The Commission has decided to merge this
scheme with the General Developmental Assistance scheme of the universities and assistance
for this component will be over and above the ceiling of General Developmental. To
implement the above said objectives notified under XII Plan period,, the UGC Coaching cell
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of the university is preparing the students belonging to SCs, STs, OBC (Non Creamy
Layer) and Minorities categories to enter into varied professional fields through the following:
(1) Schemes of Remedial Coaching.
(i)  Coaching Schemes for Entry into Services.
(iii) ~ Scheme for National Eligibility Test.

The enrolled students are divided into various groups and coaching classes are arranged
as per the requirement of the students. In addition to the UGC schemes, the Group in Charges
also help in the implantation of the coaching schemes for SC/BC/OBC and Minorities
candidates.
